The Watchtower Witnesses
The Watchtower Witnesses have been famous throughout their history for predicting when Jesus would come back.  They predicted He would come in 1914 and a number of other times, but obviously they missed every time.

After giving signs about when the destruction of Jerusalem would come, Jesus said in Matt 24:36 about His second coming “But of that day and hour knoweth no man, no, not the angels of heaven, but my Father only.”  So nobody knows when Jesus is coming back.
II Pet 3:10 says “But the day of the Lord will come as a thief in the night; in the which the heavens shall pass away with a great noise, and the elements shall melt with fervent heat, the earth also and the works that are therein shall be burned up.”  So when Jesus comes back, it will be like a “thief in the night” - and a thief does not give warning/signs about when he is coming.  We don’t know if Jesus is coming back tonight, or in a million years.
The Watchtower church also doesn’t believe in the deity of Christ; they claim he is really just Michael the archangel.  But notice these verses:
John 20:28 And Thomas answered and said unto Him (Jesus), My Lord and my GOD.
Acts 20:28 feed the church of GOD, which He hath purchased with His own blood.

John 1:1,14 In the beginning was the Word, and the Word was with God, and the Word was GOD ... And the Word was made flesh.
Isaiah 9:6 For unto us a child is born, ... His name shall be called ... The mighty GOD
Hebrews 1:8 But unto the Son he saith, Thy throne, O GOD, is for ever
The Witnesses don’t believe what the Bible teaches about the state of the dead.  They don’t believe the dead are conscious like we see from the account of the rich man and Lazarus in Luke 16:19-31.  Both the rich man in torments and Lazarus in comfort were mentally conscious in the next realm after their physical death.
When Jesus was asked about the resurrection (after life) in Matt 22, he said about Abraham, Isaac, and Jacob at the burning bush after they were dead - “God is not the God of the dead, but of the living.”  So that proves the spirits of Abraham, Isaac, and Jacob still existed long after their physical deaths.
And the Watchtower Witnesses don’t believe a person has to be baptized to be saved:
Mark 16:16 He that believeth and is baptized shall be saved …
Jn 3:5 Except a man be born of water & of the Spirit he cannot enter . the kingdom of God
Acts 2:38 Repent, and be baptized … for the remission of sins …
Acts 22:16 arise, and be baptized, and wash away thy sins
Galatians 3:26-27 For ye are all the children of God by faith in Christ Jesus.  For as many of you as have been baptized into Christ have put on Christ.

I Peter 3:21 baptism doth also now save us
What about any denominational church that teaches falsely like the Watchtower Church?
