Weatherly’s  Questions for Donahue:

1.
True or False: In Deut. 25:6 "in the name" refers to the orally spoken name of the dead brother.

I think so, just like the sentence "there are three letters in the name Pat" refers to my oral or written name.
 

2.
True or False: Joseph Thayer's Lexicon DOES mention "orally invoking" the name as a definition of "in the name."

I can't find it in there.  Do you have a page number where you want me to look?
 

3.
True or False: In Jer. 29:23, Zedediah & Ahab spoke lying words "by the authority" of the LORD.

False - it means they falsely claimed to speak by the authority of the Lord.
 

4.
True or False: In Acts 22:16, the causative middle voice means "get yourself baptized, get your sins washed away."

The middle voice opens up the possibility of the "subject … acting with reference to himself."  We know the meaning you describe is the correct one because a person does not baptize himself, and cannot wash his own sins away.
5.
True or False: Colossians 3:16 is synonymous with Ephesians 5:20.

Col 3:17 has some similarities to Eph 5:20, but is not synonymous.

Donahue’s questions for Weatherly
1. Does Matt. 24:5 teach that saying “I am Christ” qualifies as coming in Jesus’ name? If not, why not?
The parallel verses to this passage are Mark 13:6 and Luke 21:8 which simply state, “Many shall come in my name saying I am he.” These verses teach that even deceivers shall proclaim “Jesus is Christ”.

2. Who calls on the name of the Lord in Acts 2:21 and Rom 10:13? Please be specific with your answer.
Romans 10:13 points us back to Romans 10:9-10 which refers to “confession with the mouth”. Thus the one who “calls on the name of the Lord” is the one who actively confesses Christ with their mouth, I believe at the time of repentance.

3. I quote from an advertisement for a documentary about Charles Manson: “What goes on inside the criminal mind? How does a pathological liar instill loyalty so deep that followers willingly, happily murder IN HIS NAME?” What does the quote mean?
A. That Manson’s followers invoked his name orally every time they murdered “in his name”
B. That Man’s followers murdered as a representative of Manson, by his command, acting on his behalf, promoting his cause, by his authority
C. Other (please explain)
A. To do ANYTHING (including murder) in the name of someone means to orally invoke the name.
4. According to your view of Col. 3:17, how often is a Christian to give thanks to God?
A. Whenever he does something in word or deed
B. Other (please specify)
A. Always and for all things – Ephesians 5:20
5. Is Thayer correct that “in the name of Christ” means “to do a thing … by one’s command and authority, acting on his behalf, promoting his cause” (p. 447), at least in some cases?
Thayer, himself, stated that at his time (c. 1889) there was not a satisfactory lexical definition of “in the name of” [cf. W. 390 (365)]
