Pat Donahue’s Questions for John Carroll
1.
Does John 3:3,5 (by itself) prove a man must be born again to see/enter the kingdom of God, meaning that there is no other way to get there without being born again?
Yes, but born of water and spirit are not the ONLY thing that must be done to enter the kingdom of God.
2.
John 8:24 reads in the ASV, “except ye believe that I am he, ye shall die in your sins.”  Does this (by itself) prove a man must believe in Jesus to be saved from his sins, meaning that there is no other avenue (Judaism, Mohammad/Islam, Buddha) through which to receive forgiveness?

Yes, but believe is not the ONLY thing one must do to receive forgiveness of sins.
3.
Does the Greek word translated “bondage” refer to the marriage bond (as “bound” does in Rom 7:2-3) in any other passage in the New Testament besides I Cor 7:15?  If so, where?

No, but neither is it used in a marriage context and if it had been used in a marriage context else where it could have been used to refer to the marriage bond.  In this case I believe that it does.  The marriage bond is the only thing in the context to possible to provide this bondage.  Besides, “kartageo/loosed”, in Romans 7:2, is never used anywhere else in scripture to refer to loosed from marriage and is a different word form “loosed” used in 1 Corinthians 7:27.  Do you assume then that loosed in Romans 7:2 and 1 Corinthians 7:27 are not talking about the same thing, i.e. loosed from a spouse, since different words are used.  Also, since “kartageo” is never used of being loosed from a marriage anywhere else in scripture how can you be sure that it does in Romans 7:2?  Pat, I insist that you apply the same implication of your question here.
