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Is One Faith Just As Good As Another?
The Bible Speaks Of One Faith Ephesians 4:4-6
· that would be one faith that is accepted to God - which says what about all the other faiths?
· if we want to be saved, we will have to be following that one faith
One Can Be Religious And Be Wrong (implies one faith is not just as good as another) Leviticus 10:1-2, I Chronicles 13:7-10, Matthew 7:21-23
· we see a lot of religious people out there that belong to many different churches which believe different things
· can 2 + 2 = 4 and 2 + 2 = 5 at the same time?
Warnings Against False Teachers (if there is such a thing as false teachers, then one faith is not just as good as another) Matthew 7:15, Matthew 15:14, Matthew 24:11, II Peter 2:1, I John 4:1
· if we allow a false teacher to lead us astray, will we be saved or lost?
· how do we determine if someone is a false teacher or not?
Truth Is Contrasted With Error (faiths in error are not as good as the true faith) John 8:31-32, II Thessalonians 2:10-12, I Peter 1:22, II Peter 3:17
· to be a disciple indeed (truly), we must continue in God’s word, not do our own thing like most churches are doing these days

· if only the truth makes us free from sin, what does that say about false religious teaching?
Sincerity Alone Is Not Enough (even a sincere faith can be wrong) Acts 23:1 / 9:1-2 / 22:16, Proverbs 14:12
· sincerity is absolutely necessary, but is not enough all by itself - we have to be sincere and right (John 4:24)
Rom 1:5 … for obedience to the faith … - again the faith is singular (only one).  And it must be obeyed.  Have you obeyed the faith?

Conclusion:
If one faith is not just as good as another, what does that say about people who are in erroneous faiths?
