Lessons From The Walls Of Jericho
Joshua 6:1-21
The Walls Fell By Grace Through Faith Not Of Works

· many say because Ephesians 2:8-9 teaches salvation is “by grace thru faith not by works” - that means we don’t have to do anything to be saved
· but the walls of Jericho fell “by grace Josh 6:2 thru faith Heb 11:30 not of works Josh 24:13” (just like Eph 2:8-9), and the Israelites still had to do something - walk

· they still had to walk around the walls 13 times (meet God’s conditions) Josh 6:3-5
· Eph 2:8-9 teaches our works do not save us, not that we don’t have to do works to be saved
Precise Obedience Is Required 
· verses 3-5 they had to do exactly what God said including all the specified details
· Romans 6:3-5 buried in baptism, not sprinkled
· Leviticus 10:1-2 as long as you worship God, it doesn't matter how?
· Acts 20:7 first day of the week Lord's Supper

No Blessings Until We Have Done All God Has Said

· vs.5,20, Hebrews 11:30 "after" they did everything; partial obedience not good enough
· II Kings 5:9-14 what if Naaman had only dipped 6 times?
· does John 3:16 teach → all you have to do is believe?  -  Mark 16:16, Acts 2:38, 22:16
Human Reasoning Does Not Necessarily Determine Right And Wrong
· who would have thought of doing it that way?  Isaiah 55:8-9, Proverbs 14:12
· many use human reasoning to say gay marriage is okay, but Rom 1:26-27, etc.
· I Cor 1:18,25 God's wisdom is considered "foolishness" by worldly minded people
God Given Limitations Must Be Observed

· verses 5,10 God didn't say not to shout, but Joshua understood it that way
· Col 3:17, Gal 1:6-9, Rev 22:18-19 we are under the same rule in the New Testament
Eager To Obey
· verses 12,15 they rose early to obey; they didn't do it grudgingly
· Genesis 22:1-3 Abraham was the same way when he was asked to do something harder than anybody else has ever been asked to do
· Acts 10 we should be like Cornelius, eager to serve (1-4), to obey (48), to teach (24)

Conclusion: To please God, we should eagerly obey precisely what God says even if we don't agree with it, or don’t necessarily understand it.
