ordinances that must be followed as in II Thessalonians 2:15, 3:6

all men are over all women in a general sense, the husband is over his



wife in a particular sense according to Ephesians 5:23


the head of Christ is God I Corinthians 15:27-28 (Philippians 2:6)


v.3 is the "foundation" of the teaching in vs.2-16

dishonoureth his head (Christ)

just in the assembly? - NO, it is wrong for a woman to prophesy



(Acts 21:9) or preach in the assembly (I Cor 14:34-35)


her physical head uncovered dishonoureth her spiritual head (man - v.3)


uncovered woman is not shaven but she is the same (with respect to dis-



honoring her head) that she would be if her head were shaven


notice it says when praying or prophesying, thereby implying it would be



o.k. to be covered while in the garden, thereby implying that this 



covering is something that can be taken off and put on (it not the hair)

shorn - (American Heritage Dictionary) to remove (fleece or hair) by



cutting or clipping; not the same as shaven


are you sure it is o.k. for a woman to cut her hair? (see also v.15)


woman not covered? - she may as well be shorn, but since it is a shame



to be shorn or shaven, she should wear a covering


"if" is used with the meaning of "since" like in Col 3:1 (2:12); Paul says



short hair is a shame in v.15 (shame is the opposite of glory)


is it a shame for a woman to be shaven now? - if so (and even if it



weren't so), then she should be covered (shame for man to have long



hair now?)
