lowered himself, went from the highest reputation to no reputation Heb 1:4 / 2:7,9

v.7
God became man


Heb 2:17-18, 4:15

v.8
even after he became a man, he humbled himself further, becoming obedient unto the death of the cross


Jn 19:1 scourged, 2 mocked, 3 beat, 18 crucified, 30 died (Mt 26:28)

because of his lowering himself (in a sense), God has exalted him, giving him a name above every name Acts 2:30-33, I Cor 15:24-28, Rev 17:14
