Water Baptism
The New Testament teaches WATER baptism Acts 8:36-39, 10:47-48
water baptism is necessary for salvation:
· Mk 16:16
· cannot be Holy Spirit baptism because it is a command to be obeyed, not a promise to be received
· cannot be Holy Spirit baptism because the parallel (Mt 28:19) shows that men were to perform this baptism
· Acts 2:38 water baptism for the remission of sins
· command to be obeyed, not promised to be received

· Acts 22:16 water baptism is when sins are washed away
· command to be obeyed, not promised to be received

· I Pet 3:21 baptism saves in the sense that Jesus’ blood saves us when we are baptized

· Noah’s physical salvation and our spiritual salvation are alike in the sense that both involve water
Women Preachers
I Corinthians 14:34-35 it is sinful!


A woman claiming to be called to preach by the Holy Spirit is either lying or ignorant/mistaken, because the Holy Spirit has already stated clearly that he doesn't want women to be preachers.

I Cor 14:34-35 / Acts 2:17 how do we reconcile them? ->
I Cor 14:23, 34-35 forbids a woman preaching "in the church."  Acts 2:17 - prophesying must have been outside the church

Women did preach (teach the Bible): Acts 2:17, 8:4, 21:9, I Cor 11:5
I Cor 14:34-35 - they cannot even speak in the church


This verse forbids more than just preaching the sermon -> it also forbids making announcements, song selections (in the assembly).

I Tim 2:11-12 cannot teach/lead a class that includes men


Notice that the passage applies "every where" (v.8, 9-10) -> it also forbids a woman from teaching a college math class, or from being the mayor, president, etc..

Divorce and Remarriage

divorce by itself is a sin Mt 5:32, Mt 19:6

separation is a sin I Cor 7:10, 3-5, I Pet 3:7

2nd and 3rd marriages are sinful (adulterous) Mt 19:9, Lk 16:18
•
"if divorce/separation occurs, then God must not have joined them"?  Mk 6:18

4.
2nd and 3rd marriages must be gotten out of:

· adultery - voluntary sexual intercourse of a married person with someone other than his or her lawful spouse
· repent - Mt 21:28-29 change of mind leading to a change of action
· Mk 6:18 unlawful to have her

"but that was before I was saved"? Mt 19:8-9 / Gen 2:24

we must try to go back to our rightful/original spouse I Cor 7:10-11, 3-5, Mt 5:32 definition of repentance

6.
congregations need to withdraw from members who divorce/separate and/or remarry I Cor 5:1, 4-5, 9-11

7. if you are with a congregation that tolerates divorce, you need to find a congregation that won't tolerate it II Jn vs.9-11
