I John 1:9


a.
this verse doesn't specify any kind or type of sins; so we must conclude,



we must confess ALL the sins we want forgiven and ALL sins includes



sins of ignorance


b.
I Jn 1:7,9=Mk 16:16 - must meet both conditions, ignorance is no excuse!


c.
Syllogism



1.
sins must be confessed in order to receive forgiveness for them (v.9)



2.
a sin of ignorance is a sin (I Jn 3:4)



3.
therefore, a sin of ignorance must be confessed (he would have to




learn of the sin) in order to receive forgiveness for it


d.  confess sins, not just that he is a sinner, or has sinned ignorantly

Gen 20:1-7

if he had touched her, sinned in ignorance, he would have been a dead



man (vs.3,7)


b.
because "in the integrity of my heart and innocency of my hands have I



done this" (v.5), God "withheld thee from sinning," "suffered I thee not to



touch her" (v.6) - not forgave you of ignorant sin, EVEN AS YOU SINNED


c.
