
The Lord's Supper

I Corinthians 11:20

Passages to Read

Matthew 26:26-29

Mark 14:22-25

Luke 22:19-20

I Corinthians 11:17-34

Acts 20:7

Is the breaking of bread in Acts 20:7 referring to the Lord's supper (like in I Cor 10:16), or just a common meal (like in Acts 2:46)?  It must be the Lord's supper because eating meals to satisfy hunger "in the church" (assembly), that is, "when the disciples come together," is forbidden (I Cor 11:18, 20-22, 34).

Points to Consider

1.Mark 14:22, 25 We must use bread and fruit of the vine for the Lord's supper.

2.Mark 14:22 The bread signifies the Lord's body.

3.Mark 14:23-24 The cup (fruit of the vine) signifies the Lord's blood.

4.Mark 14:22-23 We should give thanks for the bread and the cup.

5.I Cor 11:26 We "shew the Lord's death till He come" when we eat the Lord's supper.

6.I Cor 11:27-32 If we eat the Lord's supper "unworthily" (in an unworthy manner), for example, we do not "examine" ourselves, and/or we do not discern "the Lord's body," then we "shall be guilty of the body and blood of the Lord," we "eateth and drinketh d-nation" (condemnation) to ourselves, and we shall be "chastened of the Lord" in this life.

7.I Cor 11:18, 20, 33, 14:23, Acts 20:7 We should only eat the Lord's in the "church" (assembly), when "the whole church be come together into one place."  We should not eat it on the side of the road while we are traveling, or take it to one person in the hospital.

8.I Cor 11:18, 20, 14:23, 11:21, 33, Acts 20:7 We should eat the Lord's supper as a group, as a church (assembly); we should "tarry (wait) one for another."  One or two of many should not eat it by themselves.  We should not eat it at different times.

9.I Cor 11:21-22, 34 We should not eat the Lord's to satisfy hunger.

10.Acts 20:7 We should eat the Lord's supper every first day of the week and only on the first day of the week.
