B.
physical or spiritual death


physical? - Genesis 3:19, 22-24 turned away from the tree of life


spiritual? - Romans 6:23 the wages of sin is death

Genesis 2:17 in the day that thou eatest thereof thou shalt surely die



they didn't die physically that day (same "day" as Luke 23:43)
21 the death is contrasted with eternal life (spiritual)


20 grace is spiritual


19
sinners (= physical death) and righteous are both spiritual terms


18
condemnation=death, justification=opposite of death


17
grace and righteousness are spiritual


16 judgement, condemnation, and justification = spiritual


15
grace is spiritual


14
same as verse 12

physical death does not result from sin necessarily (or normally)



babies die for the same reason adults do, but they haven't sinned
