the Sabbath

A.
Verses showing specifically that the Sabbath (or 10 commds.) is done away

1.
Ex31:13,17sabbaths sign between God and the children of Israel, Dt 5:15

2.
Rom 7:1-7 dead to (delivered from) the law ("Thou shalt not covet")

3.
II Cor 3:6-16 written and engraven in stones (Ex 32:15-16), was



glorious, that which is done away was glorious

4.
Gal 4:21-31 cast out the bondwoman (covenant from mount Sinai)

5.
Col 2:14-17  let no man therefore judge you ... in respect ... of the



sabbath days (II Chron 31:3, etc. sabbath days are the weekly)

B.
Verses showing the old law (which includes the Sabbath) was done away

1.
Ex 19:1-8 old covenant made between God and the children of Israel

2.
Jer 31:31-34 I will make a new covenant

3.
Heb 8:6-13 better (second) covenant, He hath made the first old

4.
Heb 10:9-20 He taketh away the first, that He may establish the second

5.
Mt 5:17-18 I came to fulfil, in no wise pass from law, till all be fulfilled

6.
Gal 3:19-29 we are no longer under a schoolmaster (law)

7.
Gal 5:1-6 you (who) are justfied by the law; ye are fallen from grace 

8.
Eph 2:14-16 abolished ... the law of commandments in ordinances

9.
Heb 7:12 there is made of necessity a change also of the law

10.
Heb 7:18-22 disannulling of the commandment going before

11.
Heb 9:16-18, 12:24 first testament, new covenant

C.
Verses teaching that if you try to keep one, you must them keep all


The very point of these verses is that the old law is done away

1.
Gal 5:3 every man that is circumcised ... is a debtor to do the whole law

2.
Gal 3:10 Cursed is every one that continueth not in all things ... written

3.
James 2:8-12 offend in one point, he is guilty of all

circumcision, new moon, feast of unleavened, bread, first fruits, feast of weeks (Pentecost), trumpets, day of atonement, the feast of tabernacles, the sabbath year, the year of jubilee, laws of sacrifice, laws of offerings, priesthood, laws of uncleanliness, vows, restrictions on animal food, etc.

remember, the United States law completely replaced the English law

D.
Sabbath keeping not only demands worshipping on Saturday, but also:

Ex 20:8-11, 31:15, 35:2 no work

2.
Ex 35:3 no fire

3.
Ex 16:23 no cooking

4.
Jer 17:21-22 no burden

5.
Num 28:9-10 two lambs offered

6.
Ex 31:14-15 (Num 15:32-36) breaking Sabbath penalized by death

E.
Arguments used to support Sabbath keeping

1.
Mt 5:17-19 see B.5, "This expression denotes that the law never would be destroyed till it should be all fulfilled.  It is the same as saying everything else may change; the very earth and heaven may pass away, but the law of God shall not be destroyed till its whole design has been accomplished." (Albert Barnes)

2.
Ex 31:17 "forever" Ex 12:14, 21:6, Num 25:11-12 but Heb 7:12,



Lk 1:33 & Dan 7:13-14 but I Cor 15:24 & Rev 20:4

3.
law of Moses=ceremonial-done away Lk 2:22-23, II Chron 31:3, Mk 7:10

4.
Is 66:22-23 what about the new moon?, Mt 22:30 some things will be different in heaven than now, saying "as the months and weeks go by"

5.
Jesus kept the Sabbath - He also was circumcised, Lk 2:21 (also Mt 8:4)

5.
Acts 13:14, 42, 17:2, 18:4 - hopefully we will preach to denominational churches if they will give us a chance

6.
Heb 3:15-4:11 Sabbath rest compared to Canaan rest (v. 17) and our



heavenly rest (vs. 1, 9-11)

7.
I John 2:7 says nothing about the Sabbath

8.
Acts 16:13 - good people still worshipped ignorantly



(Apollos for example, Acts 18:24-25)

9.
Mt 24:20 still called the "Sabbath"? - (still called "the days of



unleavened bread in Acts 20:6) the fact that I say, "I get off on



Christmas" doesn't mean I celebrate Christmas

10.
God started it in Gen 2:2-3 - it doesn't matter when it was started, it has been done away (probably started in Ex 16:23), Gen in law Gal 4:21-22

11.
James 2:10-12 - notice that this is talking about keeping the "whole law," not just the ten commandments (note the other verses in point C above).  Notice also that the context quotes Lev 19:18 in vs. 8-9 to make the same point as vs. 10-11.  Verse 12 contrasts the "law of liberty" (remember II Cor 3:17, Gal 4:26, 5:1) = law of Christ (I Cor 9:21) with "the law" of vs. 9, 10, and 11.  The passage is actually teaching two laws.  The point is that the principle of "offend in one point," "guilty of all" applies to both laws.

F.
These are not reasons I worship on the first day

1.
The first day is the Lord's day (?) - the Bible never says worship on the first day because it is the Lord's day

2.
Jesus rose on the first day - same as answer to point F.1

3.
The day of Pentecost, the first gospel sermon, the falling of the Holy Spirit, and the beginning of the church were all on the first day - same as answer to point F.1

G.
Reasons to worship on the first day

1.
Acts 20:7 upon the first day of the week, when the disciples came 

together to break bread, Paul preached unto them



not a common meal


a.
Acts 2:42, I Cor 10:16 = Lord's supper, Acts 2:46 = common meal


b.
I Cor 11:18, 20, 14:23 is a coming together of the whole church (just like Acts 20:7),and a common meal is forbidden there(I Cor11:22,34)



no example of the disciples coming together for worship on the Sabbath

2.
I Cor 16:1-2 Upon the first day of the week let every one of you lay by him in store - not store at home as then there would have to be a gathering when Paul came the disciples are never commanded to do anything on the Sabbath
