Wealth Is A Blessing – it is a good thing that comes from God
· Proverbs 10:22 The blessing of the Lord brings wealth …
· Matthew 6:33 But seek first his kingdom and his righteousness, and all these things will be given to you as well.
Other Blessings Are More Important Than Wealth

· Proverbs 16:16 How much better to get wisdom than gold, to choose understanding rather than silver!

· Proverbs 16:8 Better a little with righteousness than much gain with injustice.
· Proverbs 28:6 Better is the poor who walks in his integrity Than one perverse in his ways, though he be rich.
· Proverbs 22:1 A good name is to be chosen rather than great riches, Loving favor rather than silver and gold.
· Proverbs 15:16-17 Better a little with the fear of the Lord than great wealth with turmoil.  Better a meal of vegetables where there is love than a fattened calf with hatred.
Work Diligently

· Proverbs 10:4-5 Lazy hands make a man poor, but diligent hands bring wealth. He who gathers crops in summer is a wise son, but he who sleeps during harvest is a disgraceful son.
· Proverbs 22:29 Do you see a man who excels in his work? He will stand before kings; He will not stand before unknown men.
· Ecclesiastes 9:10 Whatever your hand finds to do, do it with all your might …

· Proverbs 6:6-11 Go to the ant, you sluggard; consider its ways and be wise! It has no commander, no overseer or ruler, yet it stores its provisions in summer and gathers its food at harvest. How long will you lie there, you sluggard? When will you get up from your sleep? A little sleep, a little slumber, a little folding of the hands to rest-- and poverty will come on you like a bandit and scarcity like an armed man.
· Proverbs 13:23 Much food is in the fallow ground of the poor …
· Proverbs 20:4 The lazy man will not plow because of winter; He will beg during harvest and have nothing.

· Ecclesiastes 10:18 If a man is lazy, the rafters sag; if his hands are idle, the house leaks.

· Proverbs 12:24 The hand of the diligent shall bear rule: but the slothful shall be under tribute.

· Proverbs 28:19 He who tills his land will have plenty of bread, But he who follows frivolity will have poverty enough!
· Ecclesiastes 11:6 Sow your seed in the morning, and at evening let not your hands be idle, for you do not know which will succeed, whether this or that, or whether both will do equally well. - diversify? 
· Proverbs 16:11 Honest scales and balances are from the Lord; all the weights in the bag are of his making.
Do Not Be Wasteful

· Proverbs 18:9 He also that is slothful in his work is brother to him that is a great waster.
· Proverbs 25:16 … Eat only as much as you need, Lest you be filled with it and vomit
· Proverbs 12:27 The slothful man roasteth not that which he took in hunting: but the substance of a diligent man is precious.
Avoid Debt

· Proverbs 22:7 The rich rule over the poor, and the borrower is servant to the lender.

· Psalms 37:21 The wicked borrow and do not repay …
· Proverbs 17:18 A man devoid of understanding shakes hands in a pledge, And becomes surety for his friend.
Help Others

· Proverbs 19:17 He who is kind to the poor lends to the Lord, and he will reward him for what he has done.
· Proverbs 22:9 A generous man will himself be blessed, for he shares his food with the poor.
· Proverbs 28:27 He who gives to the poor will not lack …
· Prov 29:7 The righteous care about justice for the poor, but the wicked have no such concern.

· Proverbs 28:8 He who increases his wealth by exorbitant interest amasses it for another, who will be kind to the poor.
Wealth Is A Danger

· Proverbs 28:20 A faithful man will be richly blessed, but one eager to get rich will not go unpunished.
· Proverbs 23:4 Do not overwork to be rich …
· Proverbs 28:11 A rich man may be wise in his own eyes, but a poor man who has discernment sees through him.

· Proverbs 15:27 A greedy man brings trouble to his family, but he who hates bribes will live.
· Proverbs 19:4 Wealth brings many friends, but a poor man's friend deserts him.
· Proverbs 22:22-23 Do not exploit the poor because they are poor and do not crush the needy in court, for the Lord will take up their case and will plunder those who plunder them.
Good Ways To Use Wealth

· Proverbs 13:22 A good man leaves an inheritance for his children's children …

· Ecclesiastes 3:12-13 I know that there is nothing better for men than to be happy and do good while they live.  That everyone may eat and drink, and find satisfaction in all his toil--this is the gift of God.
Trust God, Not Riches

· Prov 11:28 Whoever trusts in his riches will fall, but the righteous will thrive like a green leaf

· I Timothy 6:17-19 Command those who are rich in this present world not to be arrogant nor to put their hope in wealth, which is so uncertain, but to put their hope in God, who richly provides us with everything for our enjoyment. Command them to do good, to be rich in good deeds, and to be generous and willing to share. In this way they will lay up treasure for themselves … so that they may take hold of the life that is truly life.
· Proverbs 11:4 Riches do not profit in the day of wrath, But righteousness delivers from death.
