Rom 16:17-18, Phil 1:14-18, I Cor 2:1-5, II Tim 4:2-4 wrong motivations for preaching

deterrents:  family, money

why not just take the "plain and obvious meaning," instead of trying to get around it?
It is a sin to marry a non-Christian.
•
most want to water it down and just say it is "unwise"

•
I Cor 9:5 Paul had a right to marry (but didn't have to), but if he did, a sister is specified; that part is required

•
parallel - 15 year old has a right to drive car with learner's permit and adult in the car => can drive (but doesn't have to), but if he does, a permit and adult is required

It is a sin to miss the assembly for work.
•
Heb 10:25 if it is o.k. to sin in order to provide for family, then it is o.k. to steal, cheat on taxes, kidnap for ransom, be a hit man, sell drug, etc. (Mt 6:33 'nuff said)

We cannot work on a defense contract and aid the government in their plans to kill.

•
Mt 5:38-39, Rom 12:17-21 (II Jn vs.9-11)

We should not forgive a brother until he repents.

•
Lk 17:3 this does not mean that we treat him mean, but it means that we don't stop rebuking him, we don't tell him it is o.k., until he repents

•
not politically correct to preach Lk 17:3 (might not sound sweet)

Confession of Christ to become Christian must be with the "mouth."
•
Rom 10:9-10 just nodding the head in answer to a question is not good enough

A woman should not confess Christ or her sins to the assembly.

•
I Cor 14:34-35 she is not to speak, not even to ask a question

A woman should wear the covering anytime she prays, even outside the assembly.

•
I Cor 11:5 that is what the text says (no text says "only in the assembly")

•
I Cor 14:34-35 she was never to prophesy in the assembly anyway, so it couldn't be limited to the assembly

Blasphemy against HG cannot be forgiven today even if one repents

•
Mt 12:31-32 the repentance is understood (not can't or won't repent)

It is a sin to call someone (a brother) a fool.

•
Mt 5:22 still reads same even after somebody goes to great length explaining it away

It is always a sin to swear.

•
Mt 5:34 if this doesn't say that all swearing is wrong, then what would God have had to have said if he wanted to say that?

It is a sin for a wife not to be a housewife/homemaker.
•
Tit 2:5 is not a recommendation; either it has nothing to do with wives staying at home, or it teaches that it is a sin for them not to do so (full time job is a sin)

A woman cannot teach or lead over a man in any activity, not just in church activities.
•
I Tim 2:11-12 context is "every where" (v.8); vs.9-10 are women only to wear modest clothing in church services?

•
can't teach high school mathmatics; can't be a boss over men at a job; can't be a mayor, governor, president, etc.

Mk 2:18-20, Mt 6:16-18, II Cor 11:27, Acts 13:2-3, 14:23, I Cor 7:5 (I Cor 11:1, Phil 4:9)

Withdrawing From Relative Is Required
•
Mk 10:28-30, IIThess 3:6 every brother, II Thess 3:14 most effect by relatives & friends
Acts 20:27 must teach whole counsel
