We Have To Do What God Says

A child might say, “but do I have to?”

-
I am not saying that the only reason that we do what God says, is because we have to (although it is one of the reasons);  I am just saying that we absolutely HAVE to do what God says.

1.
We HAVE to believe in Jesus
the liberal theologian and the Hardshell Baptist say that we should believe in Jesus, but that we don’t have to, we (or the elect) will be saved anyway if we don’t - Jn 3:16, 14:6, 8:24

2.
We HAVE to be baptized
the denominationist says that we should be baptized, but that we don’t have to, we will be saved anyway if we don’t - Mk16:16, Jn3:5, Acts2:38, Acts22:16, Gal 3:26-27, I Pet 3:21

3.
We HAVE to live right after we are saved
the Baptist says that we should live right after we become a Christian, but that we don’t have to, we will be saved anyway if we don’t - Gal 5:4, II Pet 2:20-22

4.
We HAVE to repent of and confess our sins
some Christians are now saying that a Christian doesn’t have repent of and confess his sins if he commits them in ignorance or in weakness, that he will be saved anyway if he doesn’t - Acts8:22,I Jn 1:9,Lk12:46-48, Mt15:14, Prov14:12, Rom6:23

5.
We HAVE to do what God says no matter what the situation
some Christians are now saying that it is sometimes o.k. to violate the “letter of the law” as long as the circumstances justify it (situation ethics) - Heb5:9, I Chron 13:7-10, Rom3:8

6.
A person HAS to get the divorce (for fornication) if he wants to remarry
a.
“I have the grounds, what difference does it make who actually gets the divorce?”

b.
“I tried to get the divorce (for fornication), but the judge granted her the divorce.”

This is THE difference between the true Christian and all others.
