II Thessalonians 3:6,14-15 withdraw from, note, have no company with, admonish him as a brother

I Timoth 1:20 whom I have delivered unto Satan

I Timothy 6:3-5 from such withdraw thyself

II John vs. 9-11 neither bid him God speed
