Acts 22:16 – Is It Figurative ?
And now why tarriest thou? arise, and be baptized, and wash away thy sins, calling on the name of the Lord.

The “saved at the point of faith” position has a major problem with Acts 22:16 …
Not only does Acts 22:16 teach baptism is necessary to salvation:

· “be baptized and wash away thy sins” - the word “and” shows the latter’s dependence upon the former

· like James 4:7b and Luke 10:28b

It also teaches that salvation does not come at the point of faith:

· Saul believed on the road to Damascus Acts 9:5-6

· at least three days passed Acts 9:9

· Saul still needed his sins washed away Acts 22:16

Baptists reply by saying “wash away thy sins” is figurative (they have to since they think the forgiveness of sins occurred at the point of Saul’s faith):
· figurative for what?

· Saul still hadn’t called on the name of the Lord - something all agree is necessary to salvation Acts 2:21, Romans 10:13
