The “Average Joe” (Christian)
Matt 5:41 an average Christian won’t go the second mile

examples:  an average Christian …

· doesn’t do “personal work” (Acts 8:4, Acts 20:20, Matt 28:19-20)
· faithfully attends local church services, but not gospel meetings at other congregations (doesn’t take good opportunities to exhort other Christians - Heb 10:25b, Heb 3:12-13)
· would never fast (II Cor 11:27)
· on occasion wears immodest clothes - like shorts, low cut dresses (I Tim 2:9-10)
· doesn’t visit people in the hospital - instead they say “that is the preacher’s job” (Matt 25:36)
· doesn’t take food to the sick of the congregation, or help other needy (Matt 25:35)
· says a different hair style for women than men is sufficient, instead of actually having long hair (I Cor 11:14-15)
· doesn’t have any qualms about watching modern day network primetime TV (Matt 5:27-28)

· doesn’t know anybody they can’t eat with (I Cor 5:11)

conclusion = total commitment Matt 16:24-25
