First, the Bible teaches that baptism is essential to salvation:

Mark 16:16

John 3:5

Acts 2:38

Acts 22:16

Galatians 3:26-27

I Peter 3:21

Second, the Bible teaches we should do things for the right reason:

I Corinthians 13:3

Matthew 6:1,5,16

My point - baptism must be done “for the remission of sins”:

Acts 2:38  repent and be baptized for the remission of sins
