What is the blasphemy against the Holy Ghost?

probably the people here did not commit it, but committed the blasphemy against the Son of man

2.
attributing the work of the HG to the power of Satan

3.
could be more broad to include any kind of blasphemy against the HG
Albert Barnes:

“Because it seems to to be the most obvious.  It is that which will strike plain men as being the natural meaning; men who have not a theory to support, and who understand language in its usual sense.”
Why some might not accept the most obvious meaning:

1.
I Jn 1:9 any and all sin can be forgiven


Lk 16:18 states the general rule; Mt 19:9 the exception


I Jn 1:9 states the general rule; Mt 12:31 -> all/but (except)

2.
don't want to have to tell someone that they can't be forgiven
Can't repent?

1.
NOTHING IN PASSAGE ABOUT THAT

2.
this passage names ONE sin, but this theory would mean any sin could be called the blasphemy of the HG (since a person could eventually be hardened concerning any sin) including blasphemy against Jesus, which the passage says is NOT the blasphemy against the HG

3.
is there a passage that teaches that you can reach a point that it is absolutely impossible to change your mind, or do the passages teach that you can just reach a point where it is difficult to repent?

4.
the sin is not the lack of repentance, but involves "speaking" (v.32)
The difference is not in the repentance, but in the forgiveness:

"all manner of sin" shall be forgiven -> the repentance is assumed; "all sin may be forgiven (if repented of) but (except) the blasphemy against the Holy Ghost"
I Jn 5:16 fits Mt 12:31 perfectly (though it might not be it)
Is there any real reason not to accept the OBVIOUS meaning of the passage; that there is one sin that God just will not forgive?
