("Put Asunder" in Mt 19:6)
Does not mean "divorce" (credit Roy Deaver for some on this point)

1.
Wigram-Green - to separate, divide, to be separated, depart

2.
occurs 13 times in the Greek New Testament, and neither the King James Version nor the American Standard ever translates this word "divorce"

3.
Choridzo may include divorce, but there can be choridzo (separation) where there is no divorce

4.
Acts 1:4, 18:1, 2, Rom 8:35, 39, Philemon v.15, Heb 7:26 clearly not referring to divorce -> was Onesimus divorced from Philemon (Philemon v.15)?

Application
1.
Divorce (except for fornication) and remarriage is adultery - Mt 19:9

2.
Divorce (except for fornication), even with no remarriage is sin (though not adultery) - Mt 5:32

3.
Separation is also sin - chorizdo in Mt 19:6, Mk 10:9, I Cor 7:10; also I Pet 3:7

the only exception is divorce for fornication!
