Josh 22:9-34

  -
did the Israelites think that, "well, it's none of our business really, we don't want the children of Reuben, Gad, and Manasseh to think that we are 'brotherhood watchdogs'"

  -
did the children of Reuben, Gad, and Manasseh say, "what do you think you Israelites are anyway, a bunch of detectives?"  What we do is between us and God!"

II Thess 3:6,14

  -
if we just accept a man who has been withdrawn from without question, he won't feel very ashamed

  -
if people would ever REALLY believe that discipline was for the good of the person, instead of thinking that it is bad, and having an "Aw, we have to do it" attitude.  Why don't we go the "second mile" with discipline?

Mark 6:16-18 John's head was cut off because he was too much of a detective

Acts 9:26-27 a congregation has the right to accept scripturally or reject scripturally one who would assay to join themselves to that congregation.  Testimony of a another Christian can help them to decide.

Acts 18:27 the disciples could have either accepted or rejected Apollos; a letter helped them to decide
