Deuteronomy 10:17
For the LORD your God is God of gods, and Lord of lords, a great God, a mighty, and a terrible, which regardeth not persons, nor taketh reward
the LORD – the name for God is here, the tetragrammaton (all caps).  This is identifying the true God by name.  You can’t tell that from the KJV.

God of gods - He is the God of all the false Gods, since He is the only true God
Lord of lords – boss of all bosses
great, mighty – in:
· power

· wisdom

· love

· provision

· etc.

terrible –
here is how 03372 is translated in the KJV:  fear 188, afraid 78, terrible 23, terrible thing 6, dreadful 5, reverence 3, fearful 2, terrible acts 1, miscellaneous 8

here are definitions for the Hebrew word:

to fear, revere, be afraid

(Qal)

· to fear, be afraid
· to stand in awe of, be awed
· to fear, reverence, honour, respect

(Niphal)
· to be fearful, be dreadful, be feared
· to cause astonishment and awe, be held in awe
· to inspire reverence or godly fear or awe 

but compare to a similar verse – Nehemiah 9:32:

Now therefore, our God, the great, the mighty, and the terrible God, who keepest covenant and mercy …
So God is not terrible in the sense that His promises are not reliable, or that He doesn’t show mercy.

II Corinthians 5:11

regardeth not persons – Acts 10:34-35

nor taketh reward – “nor takes a bribe” (NKJV) – He is fair and just
