Matthew 19:3-9 condemns divorce period.  Jesus goes on to say


(furthermore) in verse 9 what sin a divorcer would be committing if he got


remarried.

Matthew 5:32 speaks against divorce, not even mentioning remarriage.

I Corinthians 7:10-11 "Let not the wife depart from her husband" - this is a


commandment of the Lord


a.
Does "But and if she depart" mean that it is o.k. to depart?  No



1.
That would make v.11 contradict v.10.



2.
This verse simply gives further instruction about what to do if she




goes ahead and disobeys the Lord's commandment in v.10 (sins).



3. I John 2:1, Gal 5:14-15, James 3:13-13 are parallels.




a.
Saying these are not parallel does not make them not parallel.




b.
Even if these were not parallels, the point is still the same;





parallels are not proof, but are used basically to illustration.


b.
Does "let her remain unmarried, or be reconciled to her husband" mean



that the choice of departure can be taken without sinning?  No

That would make v.11 contradict v.10.



2.
This could mean that the wife should remain unmarried if the first




(preferred) alternative (be reconciled) is impossible (e.g., the




husband won't take her back). This position is in harmony with




(does not contradict) v.10.
