Music - I try to listen to music in the car, but many times I have to change the station because the song is trashy.  Most current popular, rock, and country songs are trashy.  You can sometimes listen to oldies or easy listening.  Even then, some of those songs are trashy.  I don't really understand how Christians can buy CD's.  I can't think of a single current performer who doesn't at least have some trashy songs.  Even some of Alabama's songs are trashy.  When you buy their CD's, you are paying them to sing about illicit sex (like "Feels So Right"), which is intended to make people lust.  II John vs.9-11 would teach that it is a sin to pay people to sin.  Going to concerts presents the same problem, except it's even worse.  I change the radio station in the car when a song is trashy.  If you always got up and left a concert at the first trashy song or at the first indecent bodily movement, I venture to say you would have to leave every concert, and early. If there is a sitcom that you watch and think is okay to watch, tell me what it is, and let me try it and see what's on it.  Sermons on TV need to be updated.  There aren't any Andy Griffith shows anymore.  A friend (who wasn’t a Christian) was complaining about his wife (who was a Christian) because she insisted on watching Seinfield, when he thinks it is unfit to watch.  Can you imagine a Christian watching Seinfield all the way through?  We need to quit watching sexual trash.
Movies - We used to try to rent videos from the video store (never R, always PG or G), but I found myself having to turn the videos off and returning them so often, it just wasn't worth it.  Since then I’ve realized that I was paying people money to cuss and act in a sexually trashy way.  It is a sin to pay people to do that.  Going to the movie theatre is the same.  You are paying actors to perform ungodly acts.  At least with free TV, you can turn off the show, and not pay the actors any money for their ungodliness.
