Is A Prolepsis
Gen 2:2-3 - Seventh Day Adventists use this verse to prove that the Sabbath started at the creation, before the law of Moses, and therefore is still binding today.

•
it doesn't matter when the Sabbath started, Genesis is included in the law - Gal 4:21-22

•
the Sabbath probably started in Ex 16:23; at least that is the first record we have of it being kept

•
Neh 9:13-15 shows that the Sabbath was made known during the days of Moses (not at the creation)

•
Gen 2:2-3 is what is called a prolepsis.  "A prolepsis is where two events widely separated in time are joined together in one statement." (Ben Vick)

•
Mt 10:4 is a good example

•
this is simply the writer adding his comments after the fact

•
the writer of Gen 2:3 (likely Moses) would have already been given the instruction of Ex 20:8-11 at the time of the writing

Conclusion:  the Bible means what it says in Col 2:14-17
