John 16:13 who will the Holy Spirit hear from?

John 8:16 Jesus is not alone

John 8:17-18 two that bear witness

John 7:16 Jesus’ doctrine did not originate with Him, but with the Father

John 14:26 Father to send the Holy Ghost
John 3:34-35 Father sends and gives to the Son

Acts 2:33 Jesus now at right hand of the Father

Rev 5:6-7 Jesus takes the book from the Father

Rom 10:9 the Father raised Jesus from the dead

Arguments used in support of the Oneness theory?

John 17:21-22 Jesus and the Father are not one in the sense that they are the same, but they are one like the believers should be one → united

Matt 10:40, Mark 9:37, 25:40 terminology like "he that receiveth me receiveth him that sent me" does not mean Jesus and the Father are the same any more than "he that receiveth you receiveth me" (Matt 10:4) means that Jesus and his disciples are the same (note: a person does not "send" himself)

John 4:43 terminology like "I am come in my Father's name" does not mean Jesus and the Father are the same anymore than the fact that David came to Goliath "in the name of the Lord" (I Sam 17:45) means that David and the Lord are the same
