Four Reasons Why Cornelius’ Holy Spirit Baptism Doesn’t Prove We Are Saved Before Water Baptism, And Why Holy Spirit Baptism Is Not The Baptism Necessary To Salvation
1.
King Saul in I Samuel 19:10,11,15,20-24 had a similar to Cornelius miraculous measure and wasn’t in a saved condition.
2.
The Holy Spirit indwelling that proves a person is saved (Ephesians 1:13-14) is conditioned upon water baptism (Acts 2:38), and Cornelius got what he got before his water baptism.
3.
What Cornelius received (the miraculous measure) no longer happens today (I Corinthians 13:8-10), so it can’t be the thing that saves us.  Baptists are not Pentecostals – they agree with us that the miraculous is not for today.
4.
Acts 8:12-17, 19:5-6 This miraculous measure came days after salvation, by even Baptist standards (“at the point of faith”).
Specific passages:

Mark 16:16 - parallel to Matt 28:19 which is done by men (Matt 3:11)
John 3:5 – specifically mentions water
Acts 2:38 - admitted water

Acts 22:16 - admitted water
Rom 6:3-4 - Baptists use 6:4-5 to prove water baptism is immersion

I Peter 3:21 - there are two parallels – water and salvation
