I Corinthians 6:15-20
15   Know ye not that your bodies are the members of Christ? shall I then take the members of Christ, and make them the members of an harlot? God forbid.

•
we are supposed to be members of (one with spiritually) Christ (v. 17)

•
instead, some were becoming one with an harlot (sexually)

16   What? know ye not that he which is joined to an harlot is one body? for two, saith he, shall be one flesh.

•
obviously the same as the "joined" in Mt 19:6 -> both have "joined"; both are the joining into "one flesh" (Gen 2:24)

•
I Cor 6:16 is obviously sexual union, so then is Mt 19:6

•
so any severing of the sexual relationship (union), whether it be divorce or just separation, would violate Mt 19:6

17   But he that is joined unto the Lord is one spirit.

•
as opposed to a physical union, this is a spiritual union

18   Flee fornication. Every sin that a man doeth is without the body; but he that committeth fornication sinneth against his own body.

•
the point of this section -> flee fornication

•
be careful, this does not say that fornication is the ONLY sin against the body; I take it that it is saying that all sins are done in the mind, some (like fornication) are done by the body (in the mind first); notice that verse 20 says that we should glorify God in our body and spirit (mind)

19   What? know ye not that your body is the temple of the Holy Ghost which is in you, which ye have of God, and ye are not your own?

•
the Holy Spirit dwells in all "them that obey him" (Acts 5:32)

•
because of this indwelling, we should flee fornication (not sin)

•
I don't think this is saying anything about taking care of our physical bodies; the Holy Spirit would not have any problem dwelling inside even a person who had lost all his arms and legs in an accident

•
instead, this is saying that we must take care of ourselves spiritually (avoid sin); this will affect the Holy Spirit's normal indwelling; he will not dwell in a sinner (I Jn 4:13)

20   For ye are bought with a price: therefore glorify God in your body, and in your spirit, which are God's.

•
we are not our own because Christ has bought us; he paid for our sins

•
therefore we should guard our actions and thoughts (probably referring to lust in particular here); that will glorify God
