The Indwelling Of The Holy Ghost
We do receive the Holy Spirit

Lk 11:13

It is not just obeying the word

Eph 5:18 "be filled with the Spirit" is parallel to Col 3:16 "Let the word of Christ dwell in you richly" -> it does refer to obeying the word here; this is similar to Eph 3:17

Acts 5:32 it is not obeying the word; it is a gift given for obeying the word (notice that Eph 5:18 is a command)

Acts 2:38 / 41 receive the word, then baptism, then H.G.

It is for all believers

Jn 7:38-39, Gal 4:6

It is given as an earnest, or down payment (until heaven)

Eph 1:13-14, II Cor 1:22, 5:5

It does indicate approval

I Jn 3:24, 4:13, Rom 8:9

The miraculous measure is not intended to show approval

I Sam 19:15,20,21,23,24 King Saul

Eph 1:13-14 / Acts 4:31 miraculous measure given, but earnest obviously given previously

Acts 10:44-45,48 so didn't prove Cornelius was saved before he was baptized

Conclusion

Acts 2:38 all Christians today receive the H.G. when they are baptized

I Cor 13:8-13 it does not enable them to perform miracles
