Introduction:  Read Luke 12:42-48.

There will be degrees of punishment in the bad place.


a.
Luke 12:47-48 "many stripes" - "few stripes"


b.
Matthew 10:15 "more tolerable ... in the day of judgement"


c.
Matthew 1:20-24 in each case, the degree of punishment is related to



the opportunity to do right


d.
Hebrews 10:29 "sorer punishment"


Mr. Hutto - I've been so worried about not going there at all, I haven't had


time to worry about whether there would be degrees of punishment there.

We will be held accountable for the sins we commit in ignorance, they are


not "automatically" forgiven.


a.
Luke 12:47-48 "he that knew not" still was punished for not obeying


b.
II Thessalonians 2:11-12 "believing a lie" here is a sin of ignorance


c.
Matthew 15:14 blind followers are most definetly committing sins of



ignorance


d.
Proverbs 14:12 perfect description for a sin ("end thereof are the ways



of death") of ignorance ("seemeth right unto a man")

Conclusion:  Luke 12:47-48 clearly teaches that those who are guilty of sins of ignorance and don't repent, are "worthy of stripes," they will be lost.  They will receive a smaller amount of punishment maybe, but punishment nonetheless.
