Obeying God When Hard
Lynn Headrick (and others I am sure) – You are not really obeying God when you are doing something you would choose to do anyway.  You are only actually obeying God when you do something hard or don’t agree with, something you wouldn’t do anyway.
Gen 22:2ff - Abraham had to do something really hard
Heb 10:25 attending services easy when no conflicts; hard when it conflicts with work, ballgame, Leah’s orientation problem

I Cor 5:11 withdrawal easy when it is someone you barely know; hard when it is a family member or close friend (II Thess 3:10 “every brother”); easy when you continue eating with the person
Matt 5:39 conscientious objector if it gets them out of fighting in war, but are not consistent when work on a defense contract (pays money with no danger involved)
Eph 5:29 opposed to vices unless it affects job; Brent Siota would not sell cigarettes when he worked at drug store while in college

Gen 39:7-8 refused adultery when it was hard to refuse
II Sam 11:2-4 David succumbed when it was hard to resist
Matt 6:16 fasting is hard; I wonder if that is why hardly any Christians practice it?
most Christians don’t do anything hard for God; mostly they just obey God when it is convenient
