· embarrassed to bring it up / ask someone for a class Mt 10:32-33

· scared to ask for a class Rev 21:8, Acts 5:40-42 
· don’t want to offend anybody Gal 4:16

· don’t want to jeopardize personal relationship with a potential prospect – financial, romantic, relative, business, friendship, boss Jn 12:42-43
· don’t have the time to find classes and/or teach them Mt 6:33

· don’t believe the truth with enough conviction themselves II Cor 4:13, Rom 10:17 
· don’t really believe the consequences for those who are lost II Cor 5:10-11
· are not living the righteous life and don’t want to be a hypocrite Rom 2:1-3

· don’t love other people’s souls enough Mt 16:26, Mt 22:36-40

· too lazy Prov 6:6-9 
· not industrious/zealous Tit 2:14
· think it is somebody else’ (e.g., the preacher’s) job Acts 8:1,4

· don’t realize they are obligated to do personal work; it is a matter of duty II Tim 4:2
