
Positively Speaking


Contrary to popular wishes, the law of Christ is a system of do's and dont's (Mt 7:21).  However, of the few who understand this fact, many practice God's word as if it were only a system of one do (go to worship) and many dont's.  Today's lesson will concentrate on some positive deeds we can and need to be doing.

1.
Go to worship (Heb 10:25).  Are we letting things stand in the way that would not stand in the way of us going to a major test, an important meeting at work, or our brother's wedding (Mt 6:33)?

2.
Study God's word daily (Acts 17:11, II Tim 2:15, Heb 5:12-14, I Tim 1:5-7).  How much time do we spend a week studying the Bible as compared with watching TV or reading secularly.  Do we expect the truth (Jn 8:32) to fall into our laps?

3.
Teach others the gospel (Mt 28:19-20, II Tim 2:2, Titus 2:3, Heb 5:12-14, I Tim 1:5-7).  Is Acts 8:1-4 any less a binding example than Acts 20:7?

4.
Be a good example (Jn 13:35).  Do the positive everyday things you do show people that you love everybody (not just the ones whose personality jives with yours).

5.
Help others (Gal 6:10, James 1:27, 2:15-17, I Jn 3:17, Mt 25:41-46).  Do we ever do any of this?

6.
Be a servant (Mt 20:26-28).  Do we help others more than others help us?  If not, how could we possibly expect to be called servants?

7.
Love one another (I John 4:20-21).  Be kindly affectioned one to another (Rom 12:9-10).

II Cor 13:5, II Sam 12:7  Let us each ask ourselves, do we need to be doing more positive things for the Lord?  Let's don't be a dead church (Rev 3:1).
