This idea of being “caught up” is found in I Thessalonians 4:16-17.

It is true the premillenialist view that Jesus will physically reign on earth for a literal 1000 years is not true (Christ is reigning from heaven now, Acts 2:30), but the Bible does teach there will be a rapture. 

Some may add unscriptural details to the rapture concept, but the main idea is found in God’s word.  A rapture is going to happen.
Saying there will be no rapture because the denominations get its details wrong would be like saying there will be no second coming of Christ (Heb 9:28) because denominations get its details wrong, no reign of Christ (Rev 20:4) because denominations get its details wrong, no water baptism (Acts 8:12b, 2:38) because denominations get its details wrong, etc., etc..

I hear gospel preachers make fun of the idea of one person being taken and another left, but that idea is taught by Matt 24:40-42.  Evidently they won’t be left for long, but they will be “left.”
