Is It Wrong To Attend Weddings And Funerals In A Denominational Church Building?
The reason it is not scriptural to attend weddings and funerals in a denominational church building is because holding weddings and funerals in denominational church buildings is not authorized (II John verse 9), just like weddings and funerals in a building owned by a church of Christ are not authorized.  We sin if we bid God speed to such events (II John verses 10-11).

If it is okay to attend weddings and funerals in a denominational building because they are not really the church, then ...

· it is okay for women to speak in denominational church assemblies

· we must quit criticizing denominational congregations for only eating the Lord’s supper once a quarter

· it is okay for them to have fried chicken and coke in their Lord’s Supper observance

· it is okay for them to have gyms, and for us to play in their basketball leagues

· it is okay for them to buy a bus for recreational trips, and for us to go with them on their bus to Six Flags

· we must quit criticizing them for taking up a collection every night of a revival

· we must quit criticizing them for their bake sales and such like to raise money
· we must quit criticizing them for having game days with inflatables and what not to attract new visitors; and not only that, we can attend and enjoy such with them
· people must quit criticizing their creed books
· it is okay for single young Mormon men to be elders
If denominational churches are not amenable to God’s law on how to use the Sunday contribution, then they are not amenable to these other things also.  To the contrary, non-Christians are amenable to Jesus’ law (Matt 12:48) just like Christians are.
Suppose it were strictly okay to attend a wedding at a denominational building, then wouldn’t we want to abstain from it anyway in today’s environment because of our example/influence, for the same reason we wouldn’t want to hold public bake sales and advertised ping pong tournaments at a church building purchased with individual’s money?  Since our denominational friends think their Sunday contribution is the Lord’s money, wouldn’t our attending weddings in their building cause them to think we believe it is okay to use the Lord’s money for “fun, food, and frolic”?
