
Women In Business Meetings
Some Christians are saying that it is sin not to include women in the business meetings.  The purpose of this talk is to prove that men only business meeting are authorized.

The men made decisions without the women in:

•
Acts 6:1-6 the 12 made the decision to have the helpers, and to have 7 helpers.  Then they let the congregation make the selection.  This is usually how congregations today appoint elders.

•
Acts 15:5-6 apostles and elders

The authority for men only business meetings is the same authority for men making the final decisions in the home - I Tim 2:11-12, I Cor 11:3, etc..

It would be o.k. to let women attend the meeting as long as the men make the final decisions.  The women could even be asked for input, if the meeting were parallel to the Bible classes, that is, the whole church was not together into one place (like the way we do them at North Huntsville).  We've had women in our meetings here before:

•
women off the street requesting money

•
asking one of our ladies about a need

•
Georgia Perkins in the meeting a few Saturdays ago

•
asking the small children's teacher about her preferred class material (I don't recall this happening at North Huntsville)

Most of the time, there is not a need for having women in the meeting.  The men can get the ladies' input prior to the meeting, and then in the meeting, make the final decisions.

But if the whole church were invited (I Cor 14:23), then the women could be there, but they could not speak (I Cor 14:34-35).

Conclusion:  the men are to make the final decisions for the congregation (I Tim 2:11-12, I Cor 11:3, etc.).  Men only business meetings are authorized.
