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Introduction

Oral and written debates have contributed to the development and refinement of important ideas throughout human history. In the realm of politics and government, debates continue to provide a means of presenting and contrasting conflicting views. Although debating religious issues is far less common than it was a century ago, interest in religious debates seems to have increased somewhat in recent years despite the aversion of most denominational preachers to participation in them. An extensive discussion of the history of religious debating will be provided in Volume 6 of this series.

This writer has collected the data in volumes 1-4 of The Encyclopedia of Religious Debates over a period of more than 50 years from countless books, periodicals, letters, announcements, websites, emails, and personal conversations. Since incorporating a reference citation for every piece of data in these volumes would have been impracticable and at least doubled the size of this publication, detailed citations have been omitted. Although such citations might have proved useful to a few researchers, their inclusion would have served little purpose for the vast majority of individuals who peruse these volumes. However, I have deemed it worthwhile to incorporate a detailed list of references in Volume 4. Furthermore, hundreds of references to biographical material on the debaters and debated-related publications can be found throughout the listings. 

The basic format for each entry in these listings is as follows:

Debater's Name [Church or Group]

Date of birth (Location) - Date of death (Location) 

Related publications and/or comments 

Name of opponent (Church or Group); location; date; subject discussed; number of sessions; attendance; w/ co-participant, if any; remarks. Propositions. Publication data. [Research data] 

In many cases, much of this information on particular debates is not currently available or has not been located. The "Group" cited is a term which is often used or which most clearly specifies the group that the person represented. It is not necessarily an official or exclusive designation.

Debates that were not strictly "religious" debates have been included in the listings if they involved topics that were related to Bible teaching. For example, debates on creation/evolution are included even if they were "scientific" rather than "religious" debates.

Your contributions are welcomed! If you have participated in a formal oral or written debate/discussion/exchange, check your listing for accuracy and completeness. I need your biographical data (full name, birth date, birthplace, and photograph) and data concerning each of your formal debates. 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My associations with Carrol and Mamie Sutton began during my teenage years more than 50 years ago. I have been invited into their home many times. My wife and I have benefitted greatly from their friendship and encouragement in the work of the Lord. 

It has been my privilege to hear brother Sutton preach hundreds of times in gospel meetings (including meetings with every congregation with which I have worked regularly as evangelist) and in public debates. I have attended multiple sessions of a dozen or more of his debates in defense of the truth. He has always been thoroughly prepared and defended the truth in a clear, concise, and gentlemanly way. 

The first debate I ever attended was brother Sutton’s discussion with Albert Batts in September 1965. Batts represented the Church of God (Cleveland, Tennessee) and was an experienced debater. Brother Sutton was a young man of 33, yet he was master of the situation from beginning to end. Being only 17, I marveled as brother Sutton skillfully exposed Mr. Batts’ scriptural errors on Holy Spirit baptism.

One of my favorite debates was brother Sutton’s 1962 debate in Peoria, Illinois with Guy N. Woods. I have listened to the recordings of that debate many times. Brother Woods was in his prime at 54 years of age and a veteran of more than 100 debates. He had debated the same issues with W. Curtis Porter (twice), Roy E. Cogdill (twice), and Joseph H. Cox. Brother Sutton was 29 at the time. Woods and his moderator, W. L. Totty, evidently thought they could “rattle” brother Sutton with repeated interruptions during his speeches. Their attempts at intimidation were futile and Woods’ cause a failure as brother Sutton wielded “the Sword of the Spirit.” This debate is available in book form. 

On December 20, 2016, brother and sister Sutton were involved in a tragic automobile accident that ended brother Sutton’s earthly life. Many of us have lost a good friend, but he will continue to speak to us through his many recorded lessons and writings (cf. Heb. 11:4).

The dedication of this volume to Carrol and Mamie Sutton is intended as a small expression of my profound respect and appreciation for their labor in our Lord’s kingdom.
